CLIENT RIGHTS, SAFETY PLAN, and CONFIDENTIALITY FORM

Client Rights

Clients have the following rights:

1. The right to give informed consent, to refuse treatment or medication, and to be advised of the consequences of such a decision;

2. The right to actively participate in the development and periodic review of an individualized treatment plan and to know the qualifications of staff providing treatment;

3. The right to a grievance procedure;

4. The right to a humane and safe environment free from abuse, neglect, and exploitation;

5. The right to dignity and personal privacy;

6. The right to free communication within the constraints of the individualized treatment plan with justification for any restrictions documented in the client record;

7. The right to know about the cost and third party coverage of treatment, including any limitations on the duration of services;

8. The right to refuse to participate in research without compromising access to services;

9. The right to receive a complete explanation of client rights in clear, non-technical terms in a language the client understands.

10. The right not to be discriminated on the basis of race, language, national origin, religion, sex, gender identity, sexual orientation, disability status, income, or age in the delivery of services. 

Safety Plan

Confidentiality Statement

Family Abuse Center has an obligation to keep your personal information, identifying information, and records confidential. However, to provide you with the most effective care, understanding, and support it may be necessary for agency staff at Family Abuse Center to share information about your particular situation, needs and concerns.  Sharing confidential information with those who work outside of Family Abuse Center is entirely voluntary and will require your written consent except for the instances listed below.

There are exceptions to confidentiality, according to ethical practices and law if:

1. You intend to harm yourself or others;

2. Child or elder abuse/neglect is suspected, involved, or is disclosed;
3. An official court order is issued requiring disclosure; or
4. You are a minor and some issues need to be shared with your legal guardian(s), such as pregnancy, drug addiction, intent to harm self or others, and life threatening medical conditions or situation
